I think making English websites is a very *offective way to *connect with people
around the world. Last year a *manager of a kimono shop in Kyoto asked us to make
an English website. ®Since we made a new one and put it on the Internet, more
foreign people have seen the website and are now actually coming to the shop. And
some people who live abroad send her e-mails and ask her to send kimonos to their
countries. She said she feels happy because people who have never been to Japan are
interested in kimonos by seeing the English website.

Even Japanese people who can’t use English can be web designers if they know a
lot about design and computers, but they can only send information to people who
understand Japanese. *On the other hand, if you can use English, you can * communicate
directly with people around the world and connect with each other through the Internet.
